I addressed that issue in my 
letter of hearty endorsement for Randy's appointment to the bench. 

Just because the rest of us are not as smart as Randy is no reason to keep him off the bench. The 
good people utilizing the courts of Arizona will just have to rise to the intellectual challenge.
